Backpacking Stoves
Today’s stoves are in a variety of fuels:  Propane, Butane, White gas, solid fuel, alcohol, blended fuels for cold weather or high elevation.   The scouts don’t generally use liquid fuels.  Target or Wal-mart are good sources for personal stoves under $50.  A $10 Sterno stove is fine for heating prepared food, but won’t boil water, while a $100 Jet Boil will boil water in 3 minutes.  Propane can be heavy.  Butane does not like the cold.  Think about these factors when buying.
